








RULES OF COMPETITION

Elaine’s RULE #1 - You MUST have fun!
Smile, Laugh & Enjoy

Each team must use TWO tee shots from EACH player (including
Par 3's). Please mark on the scorecard which holes each player’s shot
/s used.

Today’s tournament is a four person scramble format. When the shot

to use is chosen, all balls must be placed within one club length of that
spot no nearer the hole in the same playing condition. For example: if
the chosen shot is in the rough, all shots must be made from the rough.

Remember - do NOT tap in putts that should be marked; one of your
playing partners may sink the putt. If the ball is tapped in, it is consid-
ered to be holed out and that is the score you must mark on your card.

Please pick up your ball and move to the next hole once your team has
reached a score of bogey or +1 for that hole. This means the worst
score you can record per each hole is 1 over par. This will help to move
the groups along, eliminate tie-ups and congestion.

Amateur MEN play from the WHITE TEES and amateur WOMEN will
play from the RED TEES. (A// professional golfers must register as
professionals. Professional men will play from the blue tees and
professional women will play from the white tees)

Each team should have a CAPTAIN. The captain is responsible for
keeping the honest official scorecard and turning the card in
immediately when the round is completed. Add the scores for a final
total (i.e.: 33/35 = 68).

All local and USGA Rules will apply.

MULLIGANS may NOT be used for specialty prizes. (longest drive,
closest to the pin, etc.)

Prizes will be awarded based on number of entrants in each division:
Women'’s, Men's and Mixed. The Pro Shop will determine how to break
all ties. Women’'s=1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th/Mixed=1st & 2nd/Men’s=1st
